Steve, Julie and Pat are on the medical team and 
will be doing a variety of things this year. They 
plan to visit the villages that the team was at last 
year for follow-up on the new disciples, the 
young men who spent the winter at the farm and 
as well do some follow-up clinics for health 
teaching, parasite treatment etc. As well, we 
want to ensure that the wells are working again 
and that they have been maintained and the 
villagers are getting clean water. 
Julie and Pat will also be doing nursing classes at 
the hospital. 
Julie is specifically going to work with the 
pediatric nurses to teach neonatal care and 
resuscitation. We are responding to a specific 

request from the hospital in Yurimaguas as this 
was identified as their greatest need. Pat will be 
doing a variety of things around nursing skills for 
wound care and IV therapy.  As well, we will be 
teaching several of the health aides who man the 
government health posts along the river-
ways.....basic and advanced first aid, resuscitation 
etc. The plan is also to visit a few other villages 
to do parasite campaigns and to take out a team 

of Peruvian evangelists. 
The other "young ladies" will all be working at 
the Hogar with the mothers and children there.  

They will be taking over as many of the 
household chores as possible in order to free up 
the women there to learn sewing and pattern 
making with Martha. They will also share craft 
times and a small DVBS style session every 
night to share the gospel with the children. 
During this time, all the children of the 
neighbourhood come to hear the music and 
stories.  This work is a great labour of love and 
an opportunity for our team to minister and be a 
blessing to the women who work full time at the 
Hogar.  It will be a time for them to refresh and 
learn some new skills without having to worry 
about the day-to-day activities that are needed to 
run the Hogar. 
Martha and Lily will be leaving on March 27 and 
the rest of the team are leaving on April 10.  We 
will all return together on April 25. 
The soup fund-raiser is a key activity to help us 
with the purchase of supplies, clothing, 
medications etc. in order to make this a 
successful mission work.  As well, we are looking 
for the financial support from our church family 
to make this work happen. 
We covet the prayers of our church family and 
friends as we work to prepare spiritually, 
emotionally and physically for this work.

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The images are many that run through my 
mind since returning from Ethiopia. The 
images are contrasts at times such as the 
woman with a child on her hip who stood at the 
side of our vehicle begging. Her eyes were sad 
and pleading. Contrast that with the woman 
who had the opportunity to develop a little 
business of making clay pots, coffee pots and 
necklaces. She had a smile on her face and an 
eagerness to serve as we stood in her humble 
home. Compare the faces of the children we 
saw at the Christian Horizon’s home and in 
school to those who couldn’t afford the few 
dollars a month to attend school. (It was 
amazing to me to see what a few dollars could 
do to assist some to have a whole new 
opportunity in life.) Then there are the pictures 
of those who in the face of all odds were 
determined to stand up to the challenges with a 
perseverance that was unmatched in any place I 
have been. The people of Ethiopia are a 
determined people who believe that they can 
redeem their country from the poverty that 
ravages it. We saw it everywhere we went. A 
perseverance that is developed at a very young 
age as we saw many children tending their 
family flocks or hearing of them walking up to 8 
km to school. It was natural to them as I found 
out when I somewhat stupidly asked one 
student at the CHG home how he got to 
school. He simply lifted his foot and pointed to 
it and said I walk.  
The determination was also seen by the fact 

that these people weren’t looking for a handout; 
rather they were looking for someone who 
would help them over the hump that was before 
them. 
I was blessed by the people who serve with 
Christian Horizons Global (CHG) in Ethiopia. 
They humbled us by their attentive care and 

servant attitude. They are a passionate bunch 
with a heart to serve the broken of their 
country. I walked away from my time with 
these people thankful that God had led us to 
connect with CHG and I’m confident to 
partner with them as God would lead in the 
days ahead. 
As I sit here thinking about this a thought 
comes to me that came to me while in Ethiopia. 
I mentioned to someone that on January 4th I 
had preached a message entitled “The Needs 
Are Great.” I said, after a few days in Ethiopia, 
I need to go home and rework that message. I 
said that because it is one thing to speak about 
how great the needs are from reading a book. 
It’s quite another thing to speak about it from 
firsthand experience.  
On March 29th we will bring a report to the 
church as to how we envision our partnership 
with CHG and what the opportunities are for 
us to be involved in. The needs are indeed great 
but they provide us a great opportunity to be 
the hands and feet of Christ and to fulfill those 
words of Christ, “Whatever you did for one of 
the least of these brothers of mine, you did for 
me.”
